The Alliance provides leadership on
critical zoning issues. By educating real estate developers
and, when necessary, vigorously challenging unwise
land use proposals, the Alliance protects Mount
Washington from projects that would be detrimental to
our distinctive community.  The Alliance has a successful
track record to prove it!

A Tradition of Integrity

At the Alliance, when we say the Board works for the
public interest and you--we mean it.  Our unique bylaws
require our Board to operate under a strict Code of
Ethical Conduct.  For instance, a board member or
candidate with a personal interest in a real estate project
proposed for the neighborhood may not be able to also
represent what’s best for overall community interest.
Under the Code, their service in an Alliance leadership
position is barred until such a conflict of interest ends.
Each year our Board members sign a pledge providing
the community with ongoing assurance that they put
the interests of Mount Washington above their own.
At our organization, “MWHA” stands for Mount
Washington!

Enriching Our Community

The Alliance is excited about its accomplishments. We
received a grant from the City of Los Angeles to develop
quiet reading garden spots for students at Mount
Washington Elementary School. The California Council
for the Humanities awarded a grant to develop a
comprehensive oral history of Mount Washington.  Our
Beautification Committee is often found cultivating our
bountiful open park space – land preserved forever by
work of our activists.  We are proud of creative projects
that bring people together to collaborate positively!
